Building on the first and second successful
seminars of the project, which took place on 5 May 2022 in Kinsale, Ireland and on 20 October 2022 in
Warsaw, Poland, key questions to be covered by the third seminar will be the question of what green
competences education employers, teachers, other education personnel and students need and how
to best adapt curricula and teacher training programs in this regard. The seminar will be built around
the question of how to establish a long-lasting coherence in environmental awareness in and outside
the school environment. All discussions will be accompanied by speaking inputs of selected experts,
including international and EU officials as well as national social partners in education, policy-makers,
education employers and trade union representatives, student representatives, and other
stakeholders in education.

How to prepare your participation in the seminar?

As understanding the (cultural) surroundings in which learning takes place is of equal importance, we
aim to organize a range of activities, which could be interesting to take into consideration when
planning your stay. These activities include a guided walk in Madrid and dinner on 22 March as well as
a lunch on 23 March.

Costs of these activities are covered by the project.

Accommodation and Travel

Also covered by the project will be an accomodation of up to 2 nights. Should you wish to extend your
stay, please inform us so that we can make the respective arrangements. These therewith bound
additional costs need to be covered by your organisation.

Reimbursed will be travel costs up to 295 euros for economy flights only, train travels (up to 400
kilometers) and the use of public transportation (no taxis). Any additional costs need to be covered by
your organisation.
